Prior to this I worked as a regional trainer for Sainsbury’s Supermarkets giving me a basic understanding of how people learn and how to support them
Over the course of my studies at the University of Bedfordshire, I have trained to teach the National Curriculum subjects and have specialised in the teaching of numeracy and ICT. During all placements I endeavoured to use stimulating and exciting activities both reliant and independent of ICTs and have realised the benefits of formative assessment to inform lesson planning as well as to inform progression.
